Com um ensino de alta qualidade e acesso gratuito,
a instituicdo prepara os alunos para a profissao de
artistas da danca. O método de balé adotado pela
escola é o Vaganova, reconhecido como um dos mais
conceituados do mundo.

A Escola é uma entidade de direito privado, sem fins
lucrativos, com respaldo da Prefeitura Municipal de
Joinville e apoio do Governo do Estado de Santa Cata-
rina.

Message from the President

Looking back at 2023 is a joy, as it was a year of nume-
rous actions, achievements and much growth. We had
new choreographic productions, debut at the Joinville
Dance Festival, presentation of the Cinderella Ballet
with Camerata from Florianépolis, among others.

We promote dance, culture, tourism and the creative
economy, ratifying the “City of Dance” title. We export
talents: three students went to Europe before they
even graduated, Germany and France, and another
eight dancers from Cia Jovem went to work in com-
panies abroad and in Brazil. We ran an advertising
campaign “Dance Accompanies Us” on far-reaching
social networks, producing a manifesto video, with a
dancer trained by the School, Amanda Gomes, prima
ballerina of the Kazan Opera, on top of Latin America’s
tallest building, reaching more than one million views,
in addition to receiving endorsements from several
influencers passionate about dance.

Regarding management, the School has been diver-
sifying its portfolio of funding sources, expanding its
goals, to achieve the sustainability that a project of
this magnitude deserves. Our partners renewed their
sponsorships, which validates the School's work and
delivery, besides gaining another 15 new Friends of
the Bolshoi, as we call our partners. Resources are
always directed towards the mission and strategic
vision, with the financial and accounting rigor that
allows us to have the financial statements audited,
by Martinelli Independent Auditors, with a favorab-
le opinion. Transparency and integrity in allocating
resources contributed to the School's funding and
activities which is our way of demonstrating respect
and gratitude for all social investors.

Our indicators reveal the soundness of serious work,
whose stability and growth are based on professiona-
lism and the search for upward, conservative, growth.
A multidisciplinary, high-performance and committed
team makes Bolshoi Brazil more than a school, a third
sector company that, in addition to its sustainability,
seeks to have a surplus to invest more and more in
transforming the lives of children and young people.

The Bolshoi Theater School in Brazil

Located in Joinville, Santa Catarina, the Bolshoi Theater
School in Brazil was inaugurated on March 15, 2000,
in the presence of founding patrons Luiz Henrique da
Silveira, a prominent politician and defender of the
arts, and Vladimir Vasiliev, renowned Russian master
and icon of dance. This Brazilian affiliate is the only
one linked to the famous Bolshoi in Russia, transfor-
ming the lives of children and young people through
art and education.

With high quality teaching and free access, the insti-
tution prepares students for the profession of dance
artists. The ballet method adopted by the school is
Vaganova, recognized as one of the most renowned
in the world.

The School is a private, non-profit entity, supported
by the Municipality of Joinville and backed by the
Government of the State of Santa Catarina. Its sustaina-
bility is possible thanks to the "Friends of the Bolshoi",
socially responsible companies and individuals who
offer pro bono services or sponsorships in accordance
with cultural incentive laws at municipal, state and
federal levels.

In 2023, the School had the privilege of counting on
three large potential sponsors: Diamante Energia,
Instituto Alfa and Loterias Caixa, who believed in the
importance of art education.

Artistic Actions

Artistic Presentations

Bolshoi School held 84 artistic performances in 2023
to an audience of 33,142 spectators. The School main-
tained its rhythm of rehearsals and shows, creating
movement in the artistic scene and providing scenic
practice to students and dancers.

Bolshoi School performances

Cinderella at the Dance Festival

The Bolshoi School performed “Cinderella”, with a
choreographic version by William de Almeida at the
Joinville Dance Festival's gala night. With music by
Prokofiev, the choreography follows the classic script
based on Charles Perrault's fairy tale up to the moment
when Cinderella meets Prince Charming. With a cast
composed of 60 dancers, as well as instructors and
collaborators from the Bolshoi School, the two-act
ballet portrays the imaginary world on stage, with
scenery and costumes, in @ modern version of a story
that spans centuries.

“Leela” Ballet Premiere

In 2023, the Bolshoi Theater School in Brazil and Joinvil-
le Dance Festival Institute were the co-producers of the
contemporary ballet “Leela” by Vertigo Dance Company.
The performance came to life in an remake-adaptation
under the guidance of dancers and rehearsers Daniel
Costa and Korina Fraiman for Cia. Jovem Bolshoi Brazil.
By incorporating the talents and technique of the
Bolshoi’s Cia. Jovem dancers, the performance is a re-
markable addition to the Bolshoi School's contemporary
repertoire, captivating and provoking audiences with
its fusion of movement, narrative and deep meaning.

“Don Quixote Ballet's Grande Suite”

To celebrate Unicred Unido's 30th anniversary, the
Bolshoi Theater School in Brazil presented the “Don
Quixote Ballet’s Grande Suite” by choreographer
Vladimir Vasiliev, at the Positivo Theater, in Curitiba.
The performance featured 80 dancers, enchanting the
audience with one of the most acclaimed productions
in the repertoire of ballet.

The dancers brought the vibrant choreography to life,
allowing the audience to experience the emotions as
if they were an integral part of the narrative.

All box office revenue was donated to institutions
dedicated to fighting cancer though prevention and
treatment, in addition to supporting the Bolshoi School.

The Nutcracker Ballet

The Christmas decoration at Garten Shopping Mall was
inspired by one of the most famous Christmas classics,
"The Nutcracker". To bring the ambience to life, the
Bolshoi School dancers performed the “Nutcracker
Ballet Suite”, which has a choreographic version by
Vladimir Vasiliev. An exclusive stage was set up in the
food court, providing more than 2,000 people with a
unique and enchanting Christmas experience.

Bolshoi Brazil and Camerata Florianépolis

The Bolshoi Theater School in Brazil and Camerata
Florianopolis took the stage at Gala Joinville in a
unique presentation, for close to 4,000 people, with
"Cinderella”, a popular culture classic adapted into a
modern ballet to the sound of live music.

The orchestra, with 50 musicians led by maestro Je-
ferson Della Rocca, on playing Prokofiev's music, fur-
ther enriched William Almeida's choreography, which
follows the classic script inspired by Charles Perrault's
fairy tale, with 60 dancers on stage. The show received
support from Arte Brasil, and tickets were sold at an
affordable price.

Artistic and pedagogical actions

The Bolshoi School promotes activities that assist in
professional development and training of its students.
More than 13,000 consultations were conducted by
technicians from the pedagogical, pedagogical-artistic
and health centers. In addition to meetings with parents,
students and classes;

56 meetings of the DISB Project -Socio-Emotional In-
telligence Development Project for first-year dancers;

5 Career Guidance Project - POP meetings with the
more advanced classes;

2 pedagogical meetings, with lectures on effective
communication, importance of psychology in the school
context, discrimination between students and ins-
tructors, affectivity influence in the learning process,
embracing ethics in education;

Environmental awareness week at school;

Knowledge Week with storytelling and inauguration
of the institution's Library revitalization;

Semiannual Gymkhana with students. More than 700
food items were collected and donated to school
families;

Winter clothing campaign, aiming to collect apparel
for students;

Instructors visit the Casa da Cultura in the Yaka Pora
community with a presentation of indigenous dances
and songs to exchange cultural experiences.

Family day at school, parents were able to watch a play
about their children's education and afterwards honoring
them in class.

Green September: month to encourage organ donations,
with lectures by Pré-rim (Pro-Kidney) representatives.

World Dance Day

Nearly 400 people participated in the actions at the
Bolshoi School in celebration of World Dance Day. The
Bolshoi Theater School’s rooms were transformed into
real backstage scenes for classical ballets, visitors had
the opportunity to see the costumes, sets, histories and
props of great repertoire ballets such as “Giselle”, “Don
Quixote”, “Nutcracker” and “Raymonda.”

In addition to the journey through the world of ballet,
the public also watched an exclusive program from the
Bolshoi School with excerpts from renowned ballets,

completing the World Dance Day experience.

Pedagogical results

The Bolshoi Theater has always been known for launching
some of the best dancers into the world. This reputation
has been reaffirmed by its Brazilian affiliate. Twelve
talented dancers, all students at the school, have been
hired by some of the world’s biggest ballet companies
and schools.

These opportunities are the result of years of dedication,
discipline and passion for dance. These dancers commit-
ted themselves to perfecting their technique, expanding
their repertoire and developing a stage presence. Their
time at the Bolshoi School provided them with a solid
foundation to achieve these results.

Friday with Art

Every Friday, special and free programs are prepared, so-
metimes open to the community. Among the activities are
dance, music, theater performances as well as lectures.

Bolshoi Brazil Grand Prix

For the second year in a row, the Bolshoi School promoted
the Bolshoi Brazil Grand Prix, an internal competition of
repertoire variations following the model of international
competitions, exclusively for students in the institution's
final years. The 53 participants faced a significant chal-
lenge, demonstrating dedication to improving their
knowledge for future auditions and competitions.

Workshops for students and dancers

The Bolshoi School provides students and dancers from
the Cia. Jovem with access to specialists in various dance
areas to enhance their knowledge and broaden their field
of study. Throughout the year, we had the presence of
contemporary dance teachers and choreographers Alan
Keller, Erika Rosendo, Guilherme Riku, Paulo Zanchin,
Fernando Lima, Julia Meirelles, and Lenon Vitorino. In
Folk Dance, we welcomed the professor and researcher
Gustavo Cortes and his assistant Luiza Rallo Jardim.
Students from 2nd to 8th grades and dancers from the
Cia. Jovem were beneficiaries."

Workshops for the general public

Fifteen workshops were open to the community throu-
ghout the year. Dancers from all over the country had
the opportunity to take free classes with teachers from
the Bolshoi School.

Graduation 2023

The Bolshoi School’s 16th graduation took place at
Juarez Machado Theater. In total, 24 students became
professional dancers. The second act of the graduation
performance was marked by the debut of Ballet Carmen,
by choreographer Willian de Almeida.

Recognition

Scaffold Award

In 2023, the Bolshoi School received from Scaffold, Lear-
ning Management Platform, the Excellence in Learning
award in the category "Growth Highlight", recognizing
the significant impact on new learners achieved by the
institution.

Galina Ulanova Award

The student Maria Eduarda Cabral, from the 7th grade,
received the Galina Ulanova Award, granted by the Galina
Ulanova Foundation, of which Master Vladimir Vasiliev
is the president. Since 2004, this award has recognized
young talents who stand out in the studies of Classical
Dance. Established in 1998, the Galina Ulanova Foun-
dation's primary mission is to immortalize the memory
of the dancer Galina Ulanova, one of the greatest stars
of the 20th century.



Social and Solidarity Actions

Art aims to provide opportunities and contribute to the
teaching and learning process, developing cognitive,
socio-affective and creative capacity in people with
disabilities.

Audience Training

During the year two Audience Training performances
were held free-of-charge, aimed at a very special
public: physically, mentally, hearing and visually im-
paired, elderly people and children. Presentations full
of accessibility, respect and art. During the performan-
ce, the audience learns how a dance performance
functions and how the entire team works behind the
scenes. Close to 732 people participated in this action.

The Bolshoi Brazil Cia. Jovem actively participated in
social initiatives, engaging with the public to promote
arts education.

Show for Visually Impaired

The Bolshoi School promoted the show "Art beyond
the Senses", dedicated to people with visual impair-
ments. Starting with touch and hearing, the audience
experienced an audio description in a hallway with
costumes and dancers, touching props and materials,
such as pointe shoes. An adapted dance performance
with audio description took place amidst the audience,
highlighting the dancers' steps. The event was free
of charge..

Social workshops

The Bolshoi School promoted free workshops in various
regions of Brazil, focusing on social inclusion through
art and education. In Belo Horizonte/MG, AMR - Minas
Gerais Rehabilitation Association organized an event
for 20 children and adolescents with physical disabil-
ities and socially vulnerable. In Baixada Fluminense/
RJ, AFEC - Association for Support and Promotion of
the Creative Economy provided classes for 15 chil-
dren with disabilities. In S&o Paulo, 10 dancers from
the Blind Ballet Company participated in a special
session, while in Natal/RN, Adote - Association for
Guidance of the Disabled collaborated in a workshop
for 20 children and adolescents with ASD, ADHD and
other disabilities.

Selection

Every year the Bolshoi School holds its traditional
audition for new students. In 2023, candidates signed
up forin-person pre-selections that took place across
Brazil or through the website via video. The School
provides access to art and education, offering excellent

teaching to create citizen artists.

In the pre-selections, our team visited numerous loca-
tions in Brazil and in communities such as Morro do
Alemao, in Rio de Janeiro. More than 4,000 children
participated in the selection process to have their lives
transformed through art.

In 2023, the School gained 26 new friends among in-
dividuals and companies, and another 60 institutions
renewed their support, such as Caixa Lotteries. Entry of
these new partners, as well as the return and renewal
of others, endorses the quality and seriousness of the
work carried out by the Institution.
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Relationship Actions

Official Visit

The Governor of Santa Catarina, Jorginho Mello, and
vice-governor Marilisa Boehm, were at the Bolshoi
School to sign the "Funding Agreement", which alloca-
tes state funds to maintain the Bolshoi Theater School
in Brazil's activities . On the occasion, Senator Ivete
Appel da Silveira also announced that the federal
parliamentary bill motion was passed on behalf of
the Bolshoi School. After signing, Cia. Jovem students
and dancers performed an artistic show for everyone
present.

Caixa Lotteries

The Bolshoi School participated as the artistic attrac-
tion at the Caixa Econémica Federal event, which
brought together over a thousand managers. Loterias
Caixa sponsors the Bolshoi School, and this initiative
contributes to promoting culture and artistic deve-
lopment, strengthening the bonds between cultural
institutions and their supporters.

Friends of the Bolshoi Gala

The Bolshoi School held the Friends of the Bolshoi
Gala for the institution's sponsors. All Friends received
tributes and at the end a dance presentation in gra-
titude for their continued support and dedication to
artand education. It was a magical and moving night,
where the connection between the institution and its
supporters was celebrated in an unforgettable manner.

Pre-Selections

The Friends of Bolshoi contributed to the realization
of pre-selections and workshops in their communi-
ties, providing valuable opportunities for children
and teenagers. Diamante Geragdo de Energia orga-
nized a pre-selection and workshop in Capivari de
Baixo, SC, benefiting local youth. Cattalini Terminais
Maritimos, for the second consecutive year, con-
ducted a pre-selection in Paranagua/PR, along with
an artistic presentation celebrating the city's 375th
anniversary. At the Quadra da Escola de Samba Con-
sulado, in Florianépolis/SC, the Bolshoi School held
a pre-selection of new students, with support from
Celesc and the Catarinense Culture Foundation. The
partnership with Celesc also enabled pre-selections
in Joacaba/SC. In Joinville, with the support of the
municipality, pre-selections took place at municipal
schools. The support of the Friends of Bolshoi allowed
local youth to participate in actions with the Bolshoi
School, highlighting the positive and inclusive impact
of sponsors on talent discovery, driving culture and
art in the community, expanding opportunities, and
inspiring local talent.



Apresentations

The Bolshoi School was the stage for grand celebra-
tions in the year 2023. Bolshoi's Partner Companies
commemorated their anniversaries with much dance.
Unicred celebrated its 30th anniversary with the Grand
Suite of the Ballet Don Quixote in Curitiba, gathering
2,000 spectators. In celebration of the 80 years of
Buschle & Lepper and 30 years of Dermaclinic, the
Bolshoi Brazil Youth Company presented a spectacle
for guests and collaborators on the Agrippina Vaga-
nova stage. These performances highlight the role of
sponsors in promoting art and culture, enriching the
cultural experience, and strengthening bonds between
companies and the community.

Government Visits

A culturally pervasive project across all governmental
levels is essential. Throughout 2023, the Bolshoi School
exemplified this by being warmly received in various
instances, such as at the Jaburu Palace, the Ministry
of Culture, the Ministry of Planning and Budget, the
Federal Senate, and the Chamber of Deputies, where
it presented its case to the Santa Catarina caucus in
Brasilia,among other locations. This openness makes
access to sponsorships and support more attainab-
le, strengthening not only the cultural third-sector
entity but also promoting its cultural and political
significance.

Lectures

The General Director, Pavel Kazarian, gave a lecture
at Expogestdo, highlighting "Rigor and quality in
innovation strategy,” illustrating how the culture of
innovation respects values and traditions while striving
for excellent results. During the event, the dancers
from the Bolshoi School had a special participation
for about 2,000 managers. On another occasion, the
Administrative Director, Celia Campos, addressed the
role of the Bolshoi School in relation to the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs) in the National SDG Move-
ment and presented the Bolshoi School Case and its
values to an engaged audience in the Third Sector in
partnership with Gam Distribuidora de Medicamentos
e Perfumaria.

Bolshoi Brazil Methodology Course

The Bolshoi School, recognizing the relevance of the
Vaganova method in the Brazilian context, has ex-
panded its global influence. In the months of January
and July, the institution offers free courses, bringing
together over 700 participants either in-personin Jo-

benchmark in classical dance education, strengthening
international connections and fostering educational
excellence. Additionally, it has launched the online
course for the 1st year of Vaganova Methodology,
catering to teachers seeking specialization in the
Russian method, enabling flexible and accessible
studies at any time and place.

Bolshoi in the Media

In 2023, the Bolshoi School appeared in the news
